Yitzie has also spent hours upon hours tracking down every minyan location he could get his hands on and includes that in the database for free. In total there are over 2000 minyan locations in the database.

Yitzie says that his database works with almost all new GPS devices made by Garmin, TomTom, Megellan and Mio. Also, if you are worried that the database will not be accurate, have no fear, Yitzie includes monthly updates so you will never be without a place to eat. The next step is to add all the mikvaot he can find, and after that the sky is the limit.
